The
first Rotary Meeting was held in the law of-
fice of Paul Harris, a Chicago attorney, in
1905. Rotary's popularity spread throughout
the United States in the decade that fol-
lowed. By 1921, Rotary clubs had been
formed on six continents.

As Rotary grew, its mission expanded be-
yond serving the professional and social in-
terests of club members. Rotarians began
pooling their resources and contributing their
talents to help serve communities in need.
The organization's dedication to this ideal is
best expressed in its principal motto: Service
Above Self. Rotary also later embraced a
code of ethics, called The 4-Way Test, that
has been translated into hundreds of lan-
guages. Presently, approximately 1.2 million
Rotarians belong to about 32,000 clubs in
more than 200 countries and geographical
areas.
